Secretary's Report
The Secretary, Phil Convery, then presented a comprehensive report to the meeting

The Secretary's report is covered in detail in the Annual Report provided to the membership at the meeting and also published on the website.
Treasurer’s Report
Peter Lundy Assistant Treasurer delivered a comprehensive review of the Finance Report.
He said it had been a very unusual year. Our costs were down due to the reduced playing time, and we were lucky to have collected membership payments early before the start of lockdown as there was a large drop off in membership after that. Covid grants made up 10% of our income. Grants were only 3% of income in 2019. We obtained a £5000 discount from Harlequins due to the break in activity, though we carried on paying maintenance to help improve the pitch quality. 
The clubs Income and Expenditure showed a surplus of £9284 in 2020. We should have a degree of caution. Lower costs due to Covid have artificially increased the surplus this year. We expect 2021 to be back to normal. Gerry Mulholland asked if we have any capital spend projects planned. Peter Lundy said none are planned, but the bank balance of £39,000 means we are in a good position to pay for anything planned in the future. Martin McCarney said we are in the early stages of talking to Belfast City Council about Musgrave Park. Martin McCarney thanked Peter Lundy and Marc Murphy for their work. The Treasurer’s Report was proposed by Phil Convery and seconded by Declan Canavan. 
Chairman's Address

The chairman Martin McCarney, spoke on a number of topics. A full copy of his report is included in the Annual Report for 2020.  He thanked a number of members who have helped in various areas this year. He thanked the coaches and volunteers. He said that the past year was unprecedented and could not have been predicted. He thanked all those who organised fundraising and help for those in need  due to Covid. He said Health and Wellbeing should be a priority going forward in 2021. He offered condolences to those who have lost family members during the year. He said a new senior manager will be appointed and thanked Eunan and Niall for everything they had done. He said he hoped the Players Representative and PRO roles on the committee could be developed further in 2021. He thanked the outgoing committee members. He took a moment to remember our deceased members.
Election of Officers and Committee

1. To adopt the latest version of the GAA Club Constitution. Proposed by Gerard Mulholland
2. The club should take steps to enter a senior hurling team in 2021 south Antrim senior hurling league. Proposed by Gerard Mulholland.
Gerard Mulholland spoke in favour of both motions. He said the latest version of the constitution was recommended by the GAA Official Guide. We are duty bound to adopt it. Motion 1 was carried by vote. He said he felt we had enough players to put out a senior hurling team and have potential candidates in mind to manage it. There was a debate about whether this was a matter for the AGM. Motion 2 was carried by vote.
